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Read the ‘The Asia Pacific Region’(page 32) section of the booklet and answer 
the following questions:

1. �Which Asian countries are large numbers of refugees fleeing from? 
Large numbers of refugees are fleeing from Syria and Afghanistan.

2. �Which region of Asia do these countries belong to? 
Syria belongs to the South-West Asia region (Middle East), while Afghanistan belongs to the 

Central Asia region.

3. �Why do you think so many refugees are fleeing from this region?  
There are many refugees fleeing from these two regions due to both civil and international 

conflicts. There is also wide ranging persecution which exists in some countries in these regions. 

4. �Which Asian countries are hosting large numbers of refugees? 
The Asian countries that are hosting large numbers of refugees are Turkey, Pakistan, Lebanon, 

Iran and Jordan.

5. �Which region of Asia do these countries belong to? 
All of these countries are in the region of South-West Asia (Middle East), except for Pakistan 

which is in South Asia.

6. �Why do you think this region hosts so many refugees? 
These regions host so many refugees as they are proximate to significant conflicts and therefore 

are the closest countries that refugees can flee to.
